


Instructions 

Step 1 

- Ensure the engine is cool and the car is parked on dry ground.

- Make sure the cooling system has enough water before you begin the test. Refill if

necessary.

Step2 

- Check for pressure in the system by holding the upper radiator hose and push your

thumb in. If there is no or little pressure, move onto the next step.

Step3 

- Attach the pressure tester to a pressure testing pump. Select the appropriate pipe

from the kit and attach it to the pressure tester. Connect the pipe to the radiator cap.

Some vehicles may require an adaptor for connecting to the radiator cap.

Step4 

- Slowly apply pressure using the pump up to the range of the system or the range

indicated on the radiator cap. Avoid building too much pressure as this may damage

the system. The reading on the pressure tester will change as it detects the pressure

building up. The system should hold pressure for two minutes. If it does not, check

for leaks.

steps 

- When finished, remove the pressure tester slowly. It is normal that water might

cover the connector at this stage. Clean the tester properly before storing away.
