4.1.	 		 Push rubber caps (8 of) on to ends of tubes as shown.
4.2.	 		S lide legs into panel supports and fix together using bolt placing 
	 washer between the two frames fig.1.1.	
4.3.	 		E nsure the holes in frame are in the correct position fig.1
4.4.	 		 Attach hook bolts and chain as shown fig1.2.
4.5.	 		 Bolt the angle adjustment plates fig1.3 in place with the nuts/bolts
	 and the knobs as shown in fig.1.
4.6.	 		S lide the extendable support arms into the tubes attached to the 
	 angle adjustment plates. Screw in knobs to hold in place.
4.7.	 		 Panel stand can be folded up when not in use for ease of storage.
