3 Maintain the drill in good condition (use an authorised service agent).
3 Replace or repair damaged parts. Use genuine parts only. Unauthorised parts may be dangerous and will invalidate the warranty.
3 Use in a suitable work area. Keep area free from unrelated materials and ensure that there is adequate lighting.
3 Before each use check condition of drill bit. Sharpen if necessary. If worn or damaged replace immediately.
3 Ensure there are no flammable or combustible materials near the work area.
3 Evaluate your working area before using the drill. Ceilings, floors and enclosures may contain hidden electrical wiring, water pipes or gas pipes.
p WARNING! Always wear approved eye (and/or face) and hand protection when operating the drill.
